Program Goals:

-Preparing qualified nurses to provide specialized nursing care to meet the needs of
society and the employment market

Study requirements

1-Nomination for admission to the faculty through the coordination office for
university admission for high school students in science or equivalent certificates,




in accordance with the rules and regulations determined by the Supreme Council of
Universities.

2. The student must be dedicated to studying
3. English must be one of the languages studied

4. Passing the admission tests in accordance with the rules and regulations
determined by the Supreme Council of Universities

6. Passing the physical examination (the student must be free of disability) and
there must be consistency between the student’s height and weight.

7. International students are accepted through the General Administration for
International Students and in accordance with the rules set by the Supreme Council
of Universities

8. Students who hold a diploma in technical nursing institutes and health technical
institutes (nursing division) are accepted under the following conditions:

* Enrollment in the study must be from the first level
* Passing the admission test in accordance with the rules determined by
the College Council
* Providing evidence of good conduct and behavior
Study system

1-The duration of study to obtain a Bachelor’s degree in Nursing Sciences
(specialized) is 8 semesters, the duration of which is 15 weeks. The student may
graduate in a period of no less than three and a half years if the student fulfills the
credit hours required for graduation.

2-To obtain a bachelor’s degree in nursing in the internship year, the student must
-complete the equivalent of 36 actual hours per week.

3- The College Council may agree to open a summer semester, conditioning that
the number of students is not less than 5.

4- Study is based on credit hours (140 credit hours). The study is divided into:

* Study of general nursing




* Specialized study (academic tracks)
